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PRESIDENT BUSH: The North Korean government can join the community of nations and
improve its lot by acting in concert with those who -- with those of us who believe that she shouldn't
possess nuclear weapons, and by those of us who believe that there's a positive way forward for the
North Korean government and her people. In other words, this is a choice they made. Yesterday, as
you know, they fired (A ) aseries of rockets. The world had -- particularly those of us in the
six-party talks -- had asked for that not to happen. It's a matter of good faith. The government made
a different decision.

And so it's their choice to make. What these firing of the rockets have done is they've
isolated themselves further. And that's sad for the people of North Korea. | am deeply concerned
about the plight of the people of North Korea. | would hope that the government would agree to
verifiably abandon its weapons programs. | would hope that there would be a better opportunity to --
for that government and its people to move forward. The Chinese will play -- have played and will
continue to play a very important role in the six-party talks. It's my view that the best way to solve
this problem diplomatically is for there to be more than one nation speaking to North Korea, more than
America voicing our opinions.

| view this as an opportunity to remind the international community that we must work
together to continue to work hard to convince the North Korean leader to give up any weapons
programs. They've agreed to do that in the past, and we will hold themto( B ). And I also
strongly believe that it is much more effective to have more than one nation dealing with North
Korea. It's more effective for them to hear from a group of nations rather than one nation. And so
today the Secretary of State, starting last night, the Secretary of State has been in touch with
counterparts. |, of course, will be on the phone, as well. We want to send -- to continue to send a
clear message that there is a better way forward for the leader of North Korea.

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It used to be enough to just get away from it all. But these days, you’re not getting the most out

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And finally, there is the challenge of democracy or the lack of democracy and freedom in Iran
itself, and the need for the United States and our European allies and other countries to be engaged as
best we can in a very difficult environment to help support those in Iran who believe that the future of
Iran should be a democratic future.  This is a quite(a)daunting agenda for a country with which we
have the most unusual relationship in the world. It is the only country with which we effectively have
no communications. We haven’t had an embassy in Iran. We haven’t had any military officials in Iran
since 1979, 1980. (b)And you all know why. There are very few American citizens living or working

in Iran. It is a country with which we have been out of touch for twenty-five years, for a quarter of a
century. And so imagine trying to craft, as the Reagan administration did and every administration
since, a policy toward this country with which we have this unique relationship—no effective
communication. We start with the nuclear issue. And we start with the proposition that it is
absolutely contrary to American interests to see Iran acquire a nuclear weapons capability. And we are
determined, as the vice president has said, and as the president has said, to prevent Iran ( A) acquiring
a nuclear weapons capability. And what we have decided to do, what we’ve tried to do over the last
year, is to construct a major international coalition that would unite around that objective, and that
would send a unified and clear message to the Iranian government that it has got to suspend its current
enrichment programs at Natanz. It has to return to negotiations with the European Union 3 countries,
and it has to abide by the obligations that it itself has asserted it should abide by but does not: of the

writer. Between the ages of about seventeen and twenty-four | tried to abandon this idea, but I did so
with the (a)consciousness that | was outraging my true nature and that sooner or later | should have to

settle down and write books.

I was the middle child of three, but there was a gap of five years on either side, and | barely
saw my father before | was eight. For this and other reasons | was somewhat lonely, and | soon
developed disagreeable mannerisms which made me (A ) throughout my schooldays. | had the
lonely child’s habit of making up stories and holding conversations with (B ) persons, and | think
from the very start my literary ambitions were mixed up with the feeling of being isolated and
undervalued. | knew that | had a facility with words and a power of facing unpleasant facts, and | felt
that this created a sort of private world in which I could get my own back for my failure in everyday
life. Nevertheless the volume of serious—i.e. seriously intended—writing which | produced all
through my childhood and boyhood would not amount to half a dozen pages. | wrote my first poem at
the age of four or five, my mother taking it down to dictation. | cannot remember anything about it
except that it was about a tiger and the tiger had ‘chair-like teeth’—a good enough phrase, but I fancy
the poem was a plagiarism of Blake’s ‘Tiger, Tiger’. At eleven, when the war or 1914-18 broke out, |
wrote a patriotic poem which was printed in the local newspaper, as was another, two years later, on
the death of Kitchener. From time to time, when | was a bit older, | wrote bad and usually unfinished
‘nature poems’ in the Georgian style. | also attempted a short story which was a (b)ghastly failure.
That was the total of the would-be serious work that | actually set down on paper during all those
years.
