Prime Minister Yukio Hatoyama ( @ ) Tuesday to maintain the principle of

The report by a group of outside experts is now expected to be delivered in

A separate internal probe by the Foreign Ministry was completed last November.
That report included documents demonstrating the existence of secret deals with
the United States from the 1960s onward, according to an investigation by The
Asahi Shimbun.

One pact is believed to have allowed U.S. military aircraft or vessels to pass

through Japanese territory carrying nuclear weapons ( b ) prior consultation.

Another deal allowed the United States to bring nuclear weapons to Okinawa in

an emergency.
The agreements would have violated Tokyo’s three nonnuclear principles of not

producing, not possessing and not allowing the presence of nuclear weapons on its
territory.

MAE SOT, Thailand——Justice Ministry officials from Tokyo began interviewing
asylum-seekers from Myanmar (Burma) on Tuesday about possible resettlement in

Japan, a move that many people say is long overdue.

At the Mae La camp near Mae Sot, about 400 kilometers northwest of Bangkok,

Japanese officials met with several Burmese families who are seeking refugee status.

Tokyo plans to accept, on a trial basis, 30 Burmese refugees in fiscal 2010, part
of 90 in total to be accepted by fiscal 2012.

Japan’s acceptance of asylum—seekers in what is called a third-country
resettlement is the first such move among Asian nations. However, other
developed nations have already accepted tens of thousands of such refugees in the

same way.
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Third—country resettlement is often seen as the last resort for refugees (a ) are
unable to settle in the country where they first sought refuge. Many face

continued persecution or other risks if they are repatriated.

Japan has long been criticized for its (b ) to accept refugees, particularly those
who directly seek asylum upon arrival in Japan. The resettlement program is seen

as a chance to show a proactive stance.
